HUSBAND 

You won't live to brag of it- (he rushes down to engage Diego-) 

 

DIEGO 

My life, sir, is in pawn to this-(he draws) and I do not brag. Others do that for me, all 

unprompted- (They fight. Diego drives the man back to his house and off..) ..poor man..he
